A Message from Pastor Jon 
“Where Are We Going?” 

 

 One of the most fundamental questions in this 
life is, ―Where are we going?‖  In the life of the church 
that question can seem rather complicated sometimes 
and if we were to ask each congregant the question: 
―Where are we going?‖ we’d most likely get a different 
answer from every person.  But, in reality, where we 
are going as a congregation is quite basic, it’s not 
rocket science, and most importantly it’s biblical…it’s 
where Jesus is calling us to go.  And so, as we all 
come back from summer vacations and prepare for our 
launch into the fall, I’d want to direct our attention to 
two areas of focus:  our vision; to “Know, Live, and 
Share Jesus”  and how we live out that vision via 
worship, small groups, and ministry. 
 Last January our Church Council adopted a 
new vision for our congregation, to ―know, live, and 
share Jesus.‖   This vision is a very simple and 
memorable vision…it calls us to know Jesus 
personally, to know him as our best friend, the lover of 
our souls, the one who knows our hearts like no other 
and with whom we can share our greatest desires, 
hurts, celebrations…the truth about ourselves.  
Knowing Jesus goes far beyond knowing about him…it 
means knowing him on a personal basis.  To live 
Jesus means that we do our very best to walk in Jesus 
shadow, walk in his foot prints, do what Jesus would 
do.  Living Jesus is putting our faith into action.  And 
finally, sharing Jesus is when we intentionally tell 
others about him, we share who he is and what he can 
do for you, as well as, what we can do for him.  And so, 
this vision always points to where we’re going and 
what we’re doing.  Every ministry and activity 
intentionally points to the vision in an effort to fulfill the 
vision.  It is our focal point as we journey along the 
way.  The vision keeps us on track and summons us to 
be doing the right things for the right reasons with the 
right heart! 
 The second part of the answer to, ―where are 
we going?‖ is how we live out our vision.  For several 
years now it has been the goal of our staff and 
leadership team that every congregant here at 
Aldersgate would live out their faith by participating in 
three fundamental dynamics of the local church: 
worship, small groups, and ministry.  We believe that 
these are the three venues where we have optimum 
growth as a person of faith and that these three are 

absolutely essential if we are to grow and mature in our 
faith in a way that we experience the abundant life that 
Jesus prays and dreams for us. 
 In worship we re-center our lives, 
remembering who God is and who we are and are not, 
and why our relationship is so very important as we 
journey on this life.  When we worship we bow down in 
acknowledging the holiness of God and the 
humbleness of humanity.  Worship is where we give of 
our gifts, hear God’s word, offer prayers of confession, 
thanksgiving, and petition, and where we lift our voices 
in praise.  It’s in worship where we are fueled, re-
energized, and inspired to go into the world and be 
disciples of Jesus Christ.  Through small groups 
develop deep and meaningful relationships with others 
and with God.  It’s here where we support one another 
on the journey.  It’s in the small group where we know 
and are known, celebrate and are celebrated, love and 
are loved.  Small groups are ―little churches‖ if you will, 
where we have the amazing opportunity to go deeper 
with others and with God.  And, finally, through 
ministry we discover what our spiritual gifts are and 
how we’ve been called to live out our spiritual gifts in 
fulfilling the task that is ours to partner with God in the 
redemptive work of the gospel.  In ministry we as 
sisters and brothers in Christ become the hands and 
feet of Jesus to any and all who would walk onto our 
paths and we onto theirs. 
 And so, ―where are we going?‖  It’s really not 
that complicated, our vision is to ―know, live, and share 
Jesus‖.  And, we live out that vision through 
worshipping God, growing deeper through the small 
group experience, and using our God given talents to 
serve God in ministry.  Our challenge is simply to focus 
on the vision and to be more intentional about our 
living it out!

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Youth Ministry 
 

To the youth,  
I had yet another life-changing week at church camp 
this year.  It was a great week because of the 
relationships that were built and nurtured.  It was a 
great week because our sole purpose of being there 
was to work on our relationship with God and each 
other.  But there was one activity that stuck with me 
more than any other.   
We hid pieces of fabric in the woods and then had the 
campers go on a walk and try to find the pieces of 
fabric.  Some of the fabric was bright yellow.  These 
pieces were ―hidden‖ in very obvious places.  They 
were just laying on the ground or stuck out like a neon 
light in a sea of green trees and brown bark.  The 
campers found those yellow pieces of fabric right 
away.  There were 15 of them.  While they were 
looking, the only instructions I gave were ―You didn’t 
find them all‖.  They became continually frustrated at 
the fact that they couldn’t seem to get them all no 
matter how hard they looked.   The other pieces of 
fabric in the woods were camouflage.  They were in the 
classic army camouflage print and they seemed to 
completely disappear in the woods!  The students were 
out there for about 20 minutes and did not find even 
one camo print fabric.   
When we invite people into a relationship with Christ, 
we tend to find the obvious people.  We tend to talk 
about faith matters with people who share our opinions 
about faith.  We talk to our church friends or every 
once in a while we MAY venture out and talk to a 
neighbor. The yellow fabric people are our youth group 
friends!   But what about the camouflage people?  Who 
are the completely invisible people in your life that will 
not hear the message of Jesus Christ because we 
don’t even notice them? Make no mistake about it, the 
bright yellow fabric needs to be saved too. ..We all do!  
But isn’t it tragic to know that we can walk by invisible 
people much the same way those students walked 
past the ―invisible‖ fabric?   
No one was invisible to Jesus.  In fact, Jesus Himself 
proves time and time again that it is the invisible 
people we are to care for!  So…who are the invisible 
people in your life?  Who have you walked past just 
today and barely even noticed they existed?  Maybe a 
better question could be: What are you going to do 
about it?  Let’s pray that God gives us His eyes to see 
the beauty of every person we meet.  That they shine 
when they are in our presence and that no one is 
camouflage in our lives.  Better still, let’s pray that 
God’s perfect love for us is not hidden behind anything 
at all.  Let’s pray that WE shine His light wherever we 
go and whatever we do.

                    3. Keep receipts for valuable items and list 
their make, model, seriel number, date of purchase, 
and other relevant information. 
                    4. Store a copy of whatever 
documentation you create away from your home. 
                    5. Update the inventory periodically. 
Connections:  Make Them! 
                    1. Have family conversations about 
disasters and how you will support each other. 
                    2. Broaden your support network to 
include neighbors. 
                    3. Be specific with others in your network 
about the tasks that need to be done and who will do 
them. 
                    4. Don't hesitate to ask for help if needed, 
and reach out to others with the offer of help. 
                    5. Adjust your support network after a 
major life event.

WELLNESS-WELLNESS 

 

IN the steamy 90++ degree days of summer it is hard 
to remember the pleasure of snowflakes on your nose 
and ice on your windshield.  Ahh - the ―delights‖ of our 
past winter.  Perhaps you longed for SUMMER as you 
SHOVELED, AND SHOVELED, AND…and now we 
just SWEAT, SWEAT, SWEAT. 
 

SUMMER has its special challenges: changes in family 
routines, sunburn, bug bites, heat exhaustion, poison 
ivy…(remember we asked for this!). 
 

While we are zooming around trying to stay cool and 
relaxed, consider that in the US this summer more than 
TWENTY children have perished from being left alone 
in a car. 101 degrees in a car can quickly reach 140 
degrees.  While we all know that we should NEVER 
leave a child unattended in a vehicle, even with the 
windows slightly open, the temptation of ―This will just 
take a second, and I’m coming right back‖ can 
unexpectedly take 10 or 20 minutes, or  more.  
 

Routines, changes in routines, and distractions have 
caused people to mistakenly leave children behind in 
cars. 
   

¶ Place a briefcase, gym bag, cell phone- 
whatever is to be carried from the car on 
the floor in front of a child in the back seat. 
This triggers adults to see children when 
they open the rear door and reach for their 
belongings. 

 

¶ Set your cell phone or Blackberry reminder 
to be sure you dropped your child off at 
day care. 

 

¶ Set your computer calendar program to 
ask ―Did you drop off at day care today?‖ 

 

¶ Have a plan that if  your child is late for 
day care, you will be called within a few 
minutes.  Be especially careful when you 
change your routine or change drivers for 
dropping children off. 

 
Vacations, family reunions, and special trips make 
wonderful memories.  Remember Hide-and-Seek with 
cousins, while adults sat around and talked about 
boring stuff?  Prevent TRUNK ENTRAPMENT: 
  

¶ Check vehicles and trunks FIRST if a child 
goes missing. 

 

¶ Keep keys out of children’s reach. 
 

¶ Consider locking all vehicle doors after 
everyone has exited the vehicle -                                                               
especially at home.  (Sounds like a terrific 
nuisance, but if you have several young 
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ones running around, it might be worth it in 
peace of mind, providing you remember 
where you put the keys…) 

 

¶ Emphasize to children that a vehicle is not 
a place to play. Sometimes they don’t 
listen - that’s why you should check the car 
and trunk first! 

 
Most of us look forward to  the delights of  warm 
weather, being outside, slowing our pace, taking time 
to appreciate the season.  Perhaps the key phrase is 
TAKING TIME…
