Gulf Oil Spill

When it comes to extracting petroleum in a safe way
there are no easy answers as evidenced by the oil spill
occurring in the Gulf of Mexico. As of today (May 14)
all measures to stop the flow of oil have failed. An
attempt to drill a horizontal well to intersect with the
leaking well may take 90 days. The US Coast Guard
has stopped trying to figure out the rate of the leak.
The last USCG estimate was 210,000 gals/day. Dr.
lan McDonald of FSU estimates that based on surface
accumulations 1.1 million gals/day are gushing out of
the well head. The Exxon Valdez spill was 10.8 million
gallons and 21 years later Prince William Sound has
not fully recovered. As of May 14, Deepwater Horizon
has spilled over 24 million gallons. If the leak has not
been stopped by the time you read this, that amount
will have more than doubled.

So what can you do about this? You could volunteer to
go help contain the oil slick and protect the coastal
areas. You can investigate why it happened and call
for action to try to prevent more spills. You can call for
an increase in non-fossil fuels and technologies so that
we are less dependent on oil. You can stop using
bottled water (63 million gals/yr), and plastic shopping
ba s (12 million galg/y\% rn off ) our car at the b?ank
Iﬁréu&h Pie ¢ }1; nce %t r& of while' wait n8
for your child at soccer practice (1.4 Billion gals/yr).

Why would you or should you do these things?
Because God calls us to care for his creation and for
each other. The Gulf Oil Spill is killing marine life -
dolphins, sea turtles, shrimp, crabs, pelicans, etc. Itis
wrecking the fishing industry that so many residents of
the Gulf coastal area rely on for their livelihood.

And God created great whales, and every living
creature that moves, of every kind, with which the
waters swarm, and every winged bird of every kind.
And God saw that it was good. Genesis 1:21.

We ask that you would pray for the people of the Gulf
Coast and that you would find a way to Live Jesus in
this situation.
